Take it to the Richmond Recycling Depot

? WHAT DO WE MEAN BY NON-PACKAGING PLASTICS AND METALS?
Non-packaging plastic and metal products – products you use – are not accepted in the Blue Box as Recycle BC only accepts  
packaging. As an example, a plastic toy is considered non-packaging plastic (it must be recycled at the Richmond Recycling Depot),  
but the plastic package it comes in would be accepted in the Blue Box.

RECYCLING GUIDE
The following tables highlight accepted recyclable 
items, what is not accepted and how to sort 
recyclables using the Blue Box, Mixed Paper 
Recycling Bag, and Glass Recycling Bin. 

Here’s a quick step by step on how to use the 
Blue Box program to recycle at home:

Sort recyclable materials using the Mixed Paper 
Recycling Bag, Glass Recycling Bin and Blue Box.1

2 On your scheduled collection day, place at the 
curbside before 7:30 a.m. but no earlier  
than 8:00 p.m. the night before.

Please use this guide for information on what items  
go in your Blue Box curbside recycling programs. For more 
information on recycling visit richmond.ca/recycle. • �Remove plastic liners/covers and/or any food residue.

• �Put shredded paper in a paper bag before placing 
in the Mixed Paper Recycling Bag to avoid scattering. 

• �Oversized/excessive amounts of cardboard can be 
bundled 91 cm x 61 cm x 10 cm (3 ft x 2 ft x 4 in) 
or dropped off at the Richmond Recycling Depot.

• �Do not put recyclables into plastic bags. Bagged 
items will go in the garbage. 

• �Avoid stacking or nestling items of different 
materials together, instead place them separately  
in the bins. 

• �Separate glass jars/bottles and recycle in the  
Glass Recycling Bin. 

* �Take to the Richmond Recycling Depot

• �Remove plastic and metal lids and recycle  
separately in the Blue Box.

HOW TO RECYCLE CORRECTLY:

• �Empty, rinse and flatten 
containers. Remove lids  
and recycle separately. 

• �Cut cardboard into small 
pieces and flatten boxes to 
take up less space in the 
Mixed Paper Recycling Bag 
and in the collection truck. 

• �Empty and rinse jars and  
bottles. Make sure no food  
is left inside because it  
contaminates the recycling.
