The London Heritage Farm Master Plan offers an overall, unified vision for the holistic future renewal of this important, unique, heritage, cultural, park site.

Master Plan time horizon:

+ The London Heritage Farm Master Plan time horizon 
is 10 years.
+ The Master Plan can be revisited at any time should 
unanticipated challenges negate aspects of the master 
plan from being implemented, or opportunities present 
themselves that are outside of the master plan.

Implementation of the Master Plan will:

+ Be incrementally realized over time as funding 
becomes available and in co-operation with the London 
Heritage Farm Society.
+ Require detailed design, offering additional 
opportunities for consultation and input from the London 
Heritage Farm Society and key City staff at each step.

The purpose of the Master Plan process and 
document is to:

+ Capture input from the London Heritage Farm Society 
and key City staff on the challenges and opportunities 
for the existing site in terms of form, function and 
program.
+ Help set priorities for future site renewal and 
development.
+ Guide capital, grant and operational funding requests 
towards implementation of future development.

Values:
-Well-used for 
weddings and events
-Weather protection
-Offers visual interest to 
the site

PERENNIAL GARDENS
Values:
-Heritage gardens valued by 
the Society and public
-Visually enhances the site
-Provides seasonal interest and 
colour
Opportunities:
+Upgrade garden support 
structures and furnishings

PATHWAYS
Challenges:
-Path needs to be wider to accommodate 
maintenance vehicle access
-Weed/grass encroachment
Opportunities:
+Create a hierarchy of pathways
+Use filter cloth under gravel surface

SEPTIC FIELD
Challenges:
-Visually unappealing and provides a 
poor first impression of the site
Opportunities:
+Beautify with planting, potential 
welcome area and farm equipment

WELCOME KIOSK
Challenges:
-Not welcoming
-Blocks views across the site
Opportunities:
+Remove, replace and 
relocate to a more suitable 
location
+Add a new welcome and 
wayfinding area with 
signage, planting and 
potentially some farm 
equipment

POND
Challenges:
-Poor access to pond (visual 
and physical)
Opportunities:
+Add boardwalk connection 
between east and west 
areas of the site to enhance 
flow and encourage better 
use of the whole site
+Ecological enhancement

SITE ENTRY SIGN AND AREA
Challenges:
-Not welcoming
-Not reflective of heritage site and farm 
house character or programming
-Driveway width and load capacity does 
not support large vehicle access (e.g. 
tour buses)
Opportunities:
+Add an eye-catching, attention 
grabbing sign/element that reflects the 
heritage character of the site and farm 
house, e.g. brightly coloured farm 
equipment/tools
+Replace existing gate with an 
enhanced gate
+Replace and enhance lighting
+Promote site and farm house 
programming
+Seek opportunities to upgrade 
driveway along with dike raising works

CHICKEN COOP + RUN
Challenges:
-Hedge blocks views into the chicken 
coop
-Protecting chickens from predators
Opportunities:
+Enhance chicken coop and 
remove/replace tall planting 
+New, enhanced fence
+Interpretation about chicken keeping

Values:
-Farmhouse Museum - heritage 
interpretation
-Seasonal programming
-Educational programming
-Key point of visual interest and 
heritage interpretation
Opportunities:
+Potential to add outdoor 
interpretive signage about the 
house

WEST PASTURE
Values:
-Occasionally used for 
picnics and informal 
recreation
-Children's programs
Opportunities:
+Covered outdoor space, 
e.g. open barn
+Workshops and speaker 
series
+Outdoor classroom
+Family farm day
+Lavender garden

ALLOTMENT GARDENS
Values:
-Community amenity
-Site interpretation 
-Active agriculture

SOUTH LAWN
Values:
-Well-used for picnics and 
informal recreation
Opportunities:
+Fixed picnic tables
+More seating (site-wide)
+Interpretive vegetable or 
kitchen garden

THRESHING MACHINE SHED AND 
EQUIPMENT DISPLAY AREA
Challenges:
-Lack of interpretation
-Uninviting space - hidden and dark
-Neglected and cluttered artifact display
Opportunities:
+Enhanced equipment display and 
interpretation
+Enhanced pathways and wayfinding to 
make space more inviting and accessible 
(visually and physically)

SPRAGG BARN
Challenges:
-Frequently inaccessible to the public to 
protect the public and artifacts
-Area around the barn is uninviting, 
lacks story-telling and interpretation
-Event furniture is stored inside the 
barn and is highly visible
Opportunities:
+Re-imagine the displays inside the 
barn so that they are safe and the barn 
can be open regularly to the public
+Reorganization and enhancement of 
the exterior artifact display and new 
interpretation.
+Consult the Society and consider the 
potential to conceal or relocate the 
event furniture.

-Supports the volunteers that care for the 
site and heritage gardens

+Open up views of the 
farmhouse

-Poor access to apiary 
(visual and physical)
-Inadequate sun exposure 
and air circulation for bees
Opportunities:
+Relocate and enhance 
apiary apiary
+Add interpretation
+Open up surrounding space 
(pruning + select removal)

Values:
-Add heritage value to the site
Opportunities:
-Enhanced maintenance and 
interpretation
